In Memorium:  We are greatly saddened to have to pass on the news of the death of PCGCC long-time member E. Earl

E. Earl Autenreith, a lifelong resident of Patterson Heights, died Sunday, Feb. 20, 2011, in Hialeah, Fla. Born March 23, 
1929, in New Brighton, he was a son of E. Earl Autenreith Sr. and Elma Stuber Autenreith. He was a lifelong member of 
First Presbyterian Church in New Brighton, where he served as ruling elder and as a Sunday school teacher. He was a 
graduate of New Brighton High School, Washington and Jefferson College and University of Pennsylvania Law School. 
He had a love and respect for his profession and enjoyed practicing law until his death. He practiced law with his 
father and many other partners over his 57 years. At the time of his death, he was a partner in the firm McNees, 
Autenreith, Rackley and Walker. He served as the president of the Beaver County Bar Association and served as 
solicitor for many local municipalities and for the New Brighton School Board. He was a member of the New Brighton 
Masonic Lodge No. 259. An avid hiker, he spent many summers backpacking the Appalachian Trail with family and 
friends. His pride was his garden, particularly his roses. His passion for golf rewarded him with a championship win 
of the Beaver Valley Country Club. He was an avid sports fan, attending Steelers games and having Penguins season 
tickets for more than 30 years. He was a collector and researcher of glass and local history. He and his wife, JoAnne, 
authored a book on the Co-Operative Flint Glass Co. of Beaver Falls. They belonged to a number of glass collectors 
clubs. He was the current president of the Pittsburgh Lowell Innes chapter of the American Glass Club. He is 
survived by his wife of 58 years, JoAnne; two sons and a daughter-in-law, Evan, of Pittsburgh, and Timothy and Amy, 
of Leesburg, Va.; and two daughters and sons-in-law, Melinda and Joseph Toth, of Chesterfield, Va., and Amy and John 
Vallecorsa, of Phoenixville. He is also survived by five grandchildren, Christopher and Nathan Toth, Daniel Autenreith, 
Gabriella and Giulianna Vallecorsa.

At the Show & Tell part of our 2010 convention, 
Sue Cotter had this little surprise piece of glass 
to share with all of us.

Now, most of us might recognize the shape and 
the line of this Phoenix Bluebell vase, even 
perhaps the color, a beautiful blue color. Though 
the blue color on clear is less common than on 
white.

However, what none of use had seen was the top 
rim treatment on this piece. It has a band of 
vertical notches cut into the glass.

Phoenix of course was well-known for cut glass 
but that was well before this particular vase was 
made.  Was it a standard treatment?  A one-of-a 
kind?

Does anyone else have a 
piece of Phoenix glass 
with the same sort of cut 
band top? If so, send 
along a pic and I would 
be happy to share with 
our members through our 
newsletter.
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In this month’s installment on early Consolidated 
pattern glass, I will feature Leaf (Overlapping), 
Leaf Twisted, Leaning, Little Scroller .

For each pattern, I will list the colors known and if 
there are cased examples of the pattern. It  is my 
hope this will help you recognize and perhaps join 
me in appreciating this era of Consolidated glass 
production.

2.  Leaf Twisted:

was made circa 
1894-1900. 

It is known in five 
color variations: 
opaque blue,opaque 
green, opaque white 
(milk), and 
variegated pink.

It is known in cased 
pink. (very scarce)

Shaker stands 2 7/8 
inches tall.

Early Consolidated Pattern Glass - Part Six 

1.  Leaf 
Overlapping:

was made circa 
1896-1900.

It is known in 
seven colors: white 
decorated (also 
known as “milk” 
glass), opaque 
blue, opaque 
green,  opaque 
pink, variegated 
pink, custard, 
cranberry. 
It was also made in 
cased pink (rare).

Shaker stands 1 
7/8 inches tall

3.  Leaning:  
was made circa 1900. 


It is known in only the 
five opaque colors: 
opaque blue, opaque 
yellow, opaque pink, 
variegated pink,, and 
opaque white 

It is not known in these 
cased colors. 

Shaker is 3 1/4 inches 
tall.

When Jay was asked about the 
background for the event; how he 
was able to get seven independent 
glass collecting clubs to consider 
meeting as one event,  he explained 
that "a few years ago while the 
AGSSC board was talking about 
their dwindling membership rolls 
and looking for ideas to stem the 
tide of loss, they chose to adopt 
sugar shakers into the fold of the 
world of salt shakers, but sadly it 
didn't have the desired effect."

 Jay explained that "after speaking 
with so many other club 
membership chairs as well as 

presidents of several clubs, it 
became well documented that the 
losses were not just among the 
shaker group so the seed of this 
multi-glass event was born.

 I have been working as fast as I can 
to see that this event comes to 
fruition and hopefully serves as a 
base to not only grow memberships 
by demonstrating what we have in 
common, rather than what separates 
us but to give cause to a continued 
effort to see glass clubs meet every 
2-3 years for some self promotion 
and education about America's glass 
history.

"I chose the original seven glass 
clubs because of the obvious 
overlap in history (the Victorian 
era), manufacturers and collections. 
There are so many more that could 
have and should be included, but 
getting these seven together is all 
we need to give this experiment a 
go." Jay adds, "I hope to see this 
event prove that we are more alike 
than differing and that we can in the 
future see this expand to include 
many more glass collecting groups 
to the point of even becoming a 
show-sponsoring event. I see no real 
limitations as to where this could 
take us."

While it may often be important, as 
clubs, to retain our individual 
identities, occasionally coming 
together with other compatible 
clubs has tremendous potential for 
sharing new ideas, rejuvenating our 
members... and the leadership; and, 
perhaps because of the larger size of 
such an event, providing the 
necessary clout for broader 
exposure both within and beyond 
the antiques and collectibles 
industry. That just might generate 
more interest in collecting, and more 
memberships.
